FINDLAY ELKS HOME ASSOCIATION 
RESOLUTIONS 

 
 

WHEREAS, this Association wishes to amend the Constitution and By-Laws of the Findlay Elks Home 
Association; and 
 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Constitution and By-Laws of this Association be 
amended by changing the last paragraph of Article IV thereof so that, as amended, said paragraph shall read as 
follows: 

 
"The corporate Officers shall be elected from the Board of Trustees and shall consist of a 
President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer, to be elected annually by the Board.  Other 
than the President, who shall not hold more than one office in the corporation concurrently, the 
Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer may serve in more than one office concurrently.  The 
Secretary shall have authority to sign checks in the absence of the Treasurer.  The affirmative 
vote of a majority of the Board present shall be necessary to authorize any expenditure of more 
than two thousand dollars."   

 
FURTHER RESOLVED, that the  Constitution and By-Laws of this Association be amended by 

changing the third paragraph of Article XVI thereof so that, as amended, said paragraph shall read as follows: 
 

"Said certificates may be payable to the legal holder thereof at the death of the person to whom 
they were originally issued for the par value thereof without interest at the sole option of the 
Association by action through its Board of Trustees and shall be transferable only on the books 
of the Association in person or by attorney upon surrender of the certificates to be properly 
endorsed." 

 
FURTHER RESOLVED, that the  Constitution and By-Laws of this Association be amended by 

changing the second paragraph of Article V thereof so that, as amended, said paragraph shall read as follows: 
 

AAll regular meetings of the Board of Trustees shall be held at said Home on such dates and at 
such times, but in no event less frequently than one meeting per month, as determined by the 
Board of Trustees at least two weeks prior to the date and time of such meeting.  The date and 
time of all such regular meetings of the Board of Trustees shall be published in the Findlay 
Lodge #75, B. P. O. Elks, newsletter and notice of such regular meetings shall be conspicuously 
posted throughout the Home at least two weeks prior to such meeting.  Any action which by 
virtue of any provision of the laws of Ohio, the articles, or these by-laws, may be taken at a 



meeting of the Trustees may be taken without a meeting if authorized by a writing signed by all 
the Trustees, as applicable.@   

  
FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Constitution and By-Laws of this Association be amended by changing 
Article X thereof so that, as amended, said Article shall read as follows: 
 

AThe Board of Trustees may require that the Secretary and Treasurer shall, before entering upon 
the performance of their duties, furnish a bond for the term for which they are respectively 
elected, in such form and amounts acceptable to the Board of Trustees.@ 

 
FURTHER RESOLVED, that the  Constitution and By-Laws of this Association be amended by changing the 
first sentence of the second paragraph of Article VII thereof so that, as amended, said sentence shall read as 
follows: 

 
AHe shall be the custodian of the bonds, if any, of the Treasurer and Secretary, and shall in 
general perform all the duties incident to his office.@ 

 
FURTHER RESOLVED, that the  Constitution and By-Laws of this Association be amended by  changing the 
second paragraph of Article XVII thereof so that, as amended, said sentence shall read as follows: 
 

AAt least two weeks written notice shall be given to the members of the Association of the 
meeting at which any proposed amendment is to be submitted to the members by publishing such 
notice in the Findlay Lodge #75, B. P. O. Elks, newsletter and posting notices of such meeting in 
conspicuous locations in the Home.@ 

 
RESOLVED FURTHER, that the members of this Association receive the necessary notice as required by 
Article XVII of the Constitution and By-Laws and that the proposed amendments be submitted to the members 
of this Association at a meeting of the members of this Association entitled to vote in respect thereof for the 
purpose of considering and voting upon the approval of the Amendment.
