Findlay aims to fly its vets to D.C.
Elks start Flag City Honor Flight hub for WWII Memorial

FINDLAY - With a goal of flying more local veterans to Washington to see the World War || Memorial, the Findlay Elks Lodge is
spearheading creation of Flag City Honor Flight.

Elks Lodge No. 75 plans to introduce the new Honor Flight hub at a news conference at 3 p.m. tomorrow at the Cube on North Main
Street.

Chris Hammond, incoming exalted ruler of the lodge, said that a former exalted ruler who is now in his 90s traveled to Washington
last year with Toledo-based Honor Flight Northwest Ohio. The Elks helped sponsor his trip and decided to do more.

"With the big waiting list of veterans in northwest Ohio - not that we want to take away from any veteran in northwest Ohio - we
wanted to make sure we could service our Hancock County veterans more personably,” Mr. Hammond said.

Honor Flight is a nationwide effort to get the country's aging World War Il veterans to the nation's capital - at no cost to the veterans
- to see the memorial dedicated in their honor in 2004.

Honor Flight Northwest Ohio has taken 339 area veterans on 12 flights to Washington since the hub was formed in 2007.

Director Dee Pakulski said she welcomes the Flag City hub because it means more veterans may get to see their memorial. She
has 560 veterans on a waiting list to make the trip.

"l wish them the very best of luck," Ms. Pakulski said. "It's a huge undertaking, but hopefully they'll find the right group of people that
can pull this together and they can get the funding."

Each flight costs about $30,000, she said.

Last year, individuals and organizations from Hancock County raised enough money to pay for an Oct. 14 flight for 28 Hancock
County veterans.

Mr. Hammond said that while local organizers would like the flights to leave from Findlay Municipal Airport, they could leave from
Toledo Express if it works better logistically.

Those details are still being worked out, he said.

"The important thing was to get us established, to be able to take care of our local residents," Mr. Hammond said.

Tomorrow's news conference to announce the start of the Flag City Honor Flight will be followed by the opening of the Leisure
Living Home Show.

A portion of the home show proceeds will be donated to the local honor flight hub.
